The content areas of the home page needs to be re-organized in order for users to come to the page and have clear actionable steps that they can accomplish. Also, the ATI logo and mission statement at the top of the page is reducing essential screen real estate, forcing the user to have to search for information. Additionally, the nineteen available text links forming a “L” shape in the left hand corner are difficult to understand because the links are not grouped in clear buckets. The “L” shaped links also vary in type, some are links to more ATI web site pages, some link to off-site pages, and some are PDF files.

Title of link back to the jobs page VERY confusing. Why not just say “back to jobs page”?

Need to switch order of links so action sequence is more clear, put “submit resume by email” 1st. Also, maybe simplify text to just “submit resume’ since there is no alternative to submitting by email….

Might also be good to put in the email address of where one is supposed to submit a resume. Just in case a user doesn’t want to use/ isn’t familiar with Eudora.
