The Austin Technology Incubator (ATI) brings together valuable business, government and academic resources to catalyze business development in the technology industry. ATI was founded in 1989 by Dr. George Kozmetsky and directed by Ms. Laura J. Kilcrease. It currently operates as a non-profit incubator and is a program of the IC2 Institute of The University of Texas at Austin. 

ATI's mission is to provide business resources and professional services that assist its technology startups to compete in the global marketplace. The incubator has hosted technology ventures with interests and business connections in Canada, Brazil, Japan, Australia, England, Germany, China, and Israel. ATI's achievements have prompted several mayors' councils nationwide to send representatives to its facilities to learn more about how to generate business development and revitalize ailing municipal economies.

In 1990 the first two graduates, Pencom and DTM Corporation, moved to new locations and enjoyed great success. Since their graduation both DTM and Pencom (through its spinout PSW Technologies) have gone public. In 1994, ATI was awarded "Business Incubator of the Year" by the National Business Incubator Association (NBIA), and also won the prestigious Justin Morrill Award from the Technology Transfer Society in 1996. Several of its graduates have since received similar distinction. In 1996, Evolutionary Technologies, Inc. won the NBIA Award for "Graduate of the Year" in Technology Start-ups. The following year, Applied Science Fiction received NBIA's "Client of the Year" Award, as did Infoglide in 1999. 

ATI's current director, Dr. Joel Wiggins, holds a Ph.D. in Communication from The University of Texas at Austin where he received numerous awards including a University Fellowship and the Jesse H. Jones Endowed Centennial Fellowship from the College of Communication. He has authored or co-authored nearly a dozen scholarly papers for professional conferences on such topics as organizational identification, spinout company formation, and wealth generation through business incubators. 

Together with Dr. Robert Ronstadt, Director of IC2 Institute, Dr. Wiggins is enhancing ATI's services beyond Texas to meet the needs of the global technology marketplace. 

Potential companies are required to submit a business plan focused on a new technology-based product or service, have the potential to create jobs both locally and abroad, and have six months of working capital. 

The incubator occupies university space in the MCC building in northwest Austin. The program is funded through member company fees and grants from the City of Austin and the Greater Austin Chamber of Commerce. Member companies also grant one percent of their equity to ATI. 

Since 1989, ATI has graduated 60 companies including five that have gone public. The Incubator has helped these businesses create more than 2,000 jobs and generate over $900 million in revenue. 

IC2 Institute of The University of Texas at Austin is a unique non-traditional center for research and educational excellence. The Institute is engaged in a quest for constructive forms of capitalism that will allow communities and nations to grow and prosper. To realize this vision IC2 combines technology, entrepreneurship and education to improve the world by creating wealth and sharing prosperity.

Joel Wiggins serves as the director of the Austin Technology Incubator and the Austin Multimedia Incubator of the IC2 Institute at The University of Texas at Austin. Dr. Wiggins' current responsibilities include all aspects of incubator operations, planning, company recruitment and staff management. He also provides strategic direction in making the Incubator an "experiential learning laboratory" where students, faculty, and global researchers can study high-tech entrepreneurship.

Previously, Dr. Wiggins directed the student development programs of the incubators -- supervising paid and voluntary student interns, overseeing graduate and undergraduate class projects, and coordinating incubator-based independent research projects and practicum. He also coordinated the Institute's community relations activities in the university and local communities, assisted the current resident companies with their promotional activities, and recruited potential resident companies.

Dr. Wiggins holds a Ph.D. in Communication from The University of Texas at Austin where he received numerous awards including a University Fellowship and the Jesse H. Jones Endowed Centennial Fellowship from the College of Communication. He taught for four years as an assistant instructor in the College of Communication, is published in the Encyclopedia of Television, and has authored or co-authored nearly a dozen scholarly papers for professional conferences on such topics as organizational identification, spin-out company formation, and wealth generation through business incubators. He is a member of both the National Communication Association and the International Communication Association as well as the National Business Incubation Association.

Dr. Wiggins holds his bachelor's degree from Crown College in Minnesota where he was president of the student body and also a member of Who's Who Among Students in American Universities and Colleges. He received master's and doctoral degrees from Trinity International University in Chicago and, prior to moving to Austin in 1992, served fifteen years as a minister in Chicago, Illinois; Alexandria, Virginia; and Omaha, Nebraska.
